LUKE 21:5-19

Create a large print out (A1 Poster size) of the text and stick to a
wall in your gathering space. You will also need a stack of
newspapers and magazines. Pre-cut several pictures from the
magazines of large buildings or cities, natural disasters, and
celebrities. You will also need glue-sticks.

We are going to read the Bible together in a minute. We are reading from Luke’s gospel and we get
the picture that there is a lot of “hoo-ha” going on around Luke.

(Hold up relevant magazines as you work through this list)

In Luke’s gospel, there is another perspective on what is the
end of the world. In Luke’s gospel Jesus has the last word.
Let’s see if we can see what it is as we read this passage
together.

As we read, if you have a picture that relates to the things
people get excited about, stick it up around that place on our
text Poster.

(It is a good idea for another person to read the text, but quite
slowly and contemplatively, to enable the main presenter the
space to interact with the pictures and the content of the

reading and make extra comments that link what is ‘acclaimed’ in
the magazines and the same sense in the text. With each item,
gently reaffirm ‘many people think this is the big thing, but Jesus
is going to have the last word).
